She thinks that the government should propose more policies to improve these problems.
Her childhood, life was hard so she has always wanted to become an engineer or a doctor when she grew up so that she could have a lot of money to live a better life and take better care of the family but she never did. Her first job was as a farmer. She has experienced a lot of jobs in her life such as a farmer, a worker in a cotton mill and an accountant in a clinical medicine company. She chose the jobs all by herself but for most of her life she did handy jobs which have low income because she dropped out of school in fifth grade. Until she was around 30 years old she studied and became an accountant in a clinical medicine company until she retired. Having lived in Gia Lai for more than 20 years, she then moved to Da Nang at the age of 59 because she wanted to live in her husband's hometown.

Back then there were not so many famous people to watch or gossip about because there were wars in the country. That being said she spent most of her free time with her friends. They also had the most positive influence on her life because she hung out with them, worked with them, and shared experiences with them. They would sometimes ask if she wanted to change jobs with them. Unlike kids these days she had to work to take care of herself and her parents and she only had her siblings as helpers to increase the family's income. Therefore, I have great sympathy and admiration for her because her life was miserable, tiring and hard, but she could manage to give a better life to her children.
